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HARBOR SPRINGS:The leaders of
Michigan's twelve federally recognized Tribes
met with Michigan Governor Jennifer Granholm
today at the annual Tribal/State Summit
Meeting. Culminating a year's negotiations, all
thirteen heads of sovereign governments agreed
to work together to strengthen and diversify their
respective economies. This Intergovernmental
Accord between the Federally Recoghized Indian
Tribes in Michigan and the state of Michigan con-
cemning economic development interests is the
first of its kind. It follows Governor Jennifer
Granholm's recent announcement of a plan to
restructure Michigan's business taxes and other
initiatives designed to promote an economically
competitive and healthy future.

According to Little Traverse Bay Bands of
Odawa Indians' Tribal Chairman Frank
Ettawageshik, the tribal host for the Summit,
"The Tribes and the state of Michigan stand to
benefit equally by the terms of this accord. We've
all pledged to bring our own resources to the eco-
nomic development table, combine them, and
make development, within the context of each
government's sovereignty more attractive for
everyone as a result."

Little Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa Indians'
Governmental Center in Harbor Springs is in
itself a demonstration of the outcome of eco-
nomic development ideas and energy. The
administrative offices were constructed in har-
mony with the environment, as are all of the
Tribe's operations. Chairman Ettawageshik
spoke on behalf of the Tribes in urging that devel
opment must not undermine what exists natural-

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ly: "Economic development and diversification
are always compatible with the resources of
nature, but we must take care to protect them in
the process."

Hoping to harness the power the Tribes'and
State's commitment to joint ventures as incen-
tives to grow industry, revenues and jobs in the
state, Governor Granholm and Tribal Leaders will
combine resources. Research, marketing tools,
higher and technical education programs,

Michigan Indian Tuition Waiver in Jeopardy

Funding for the Michigan Indian Tuition Waiver Program was in jeopardy recently and it looks like it
will continue to have an uncertain future. The House Appropriations Bill 4831, sponsored by
Representative Scott Hummel, passed the Michigan House of Representatives without provisions
for funding the Tuition Waiver for the 2005-2006 fiscal year. However, the Senate restored funding
for the Tuition Waiver in the state's budget. After discussions regarding Bill 4831, the House also

restored funding for the Tuition Waiver for 2005-2006.

The Michigan Indian Tuition Waiver is safe for now. This does not guarantee that the Waiver will be
included in the state budget following this fiscal year. This means that if you are a Waiver student,
you will have your Tuition Waiver for the 2005-2006 academic year. After that, the state budget will
be reevaluated and may or may not include funds for the Michigan Indian Tuition Waiver.

From the Desk of the Tribal
Chairman, Frank Ettawageshik

My wife, Rochelle, and | recently
represented our tribe at the funeral
services for Joseph Winchester, the
former Tribal Chairman of the
Pokagon Band of Potowatomi Indians
in Dowagiac, MI. Chairman
Winchester, Chairman Daniel Bailey of
Little River Band and myself were in
attendance at the White House sign-
ing ceremony for our Reaffirmation
Legislation on September 21, 1994.

During that signing ceremony in
1994, | felt the presence of our ances-
tors and the promise of the coming
generations. These feelings came
back as | reflected on the experiences
that | had shared with Chairman
Winchester as we spent many hours
in meetings together in Michigan and
in Washington DC trying to move the
federal bureaucracy to accept our
arguments for justice for our peoples.
We testified together before
Congressional committees and
walked the halls of Congress seeking
support for our legislation. Joe gave
much of his life to service for his Tribe
and for all Indian people.

These thoughts take on even
more significance as we approach an
important anniversary during July
2005. It was 150 years ago this
month that leaders of our Tribe signed
the 1855 Treaty of Detroit. This Treaty
outlined our current Reservation
boundaries and contained within it an
unstated but extremely important pro-
vision. That provision is the assump-
tion of continued Tribal self-gover-
nance. Today this is an important part

of the foundation of our new constitu-
tion and our social and economic
developments.

Our Sovereignty as a Tribal
Nation doesn't come from other gov-
emments or nations. Contrary to
common perceptions, rulings from the
US Supreme Court don't limit or
expand our Sovereignty. The acknowl-
edgement or lack of acknowledge-
ment in these rulings may make it
more difficult for us to assert our
Sovereignty but all they really do is set
out the limits of the US Government's
acknowledgement of our Sovereignty.
Our inherent Sovereignty remains as
strong and unlimited as our people.

As an exercise of our Sovereignty,
Tribal Council recently adopted a
Resolution pledging to abide by the
Kyoto Protocol on Global Warming
that the United States Government
has thus far refused to sign. By this
pledge we have indicated that we will
strive to lessen our impact on the
causes of global warming by obtaining
15% of the energy used by the Tribe
from alternative energy sources by the
year 2020. LTBB is among the first
Tribes to make this pledge afthough
many more are considering it.

Wherever our future paths take
us, it is important for us to stop and
reflect on where we have been. From
our distant past, to the events of our
recent past, these combined experi-
ences have made us who we are
today and help us to make decisions
that will shape the future for our chil-
dren and grandchildren.

Maybe this isn't a question
you're ready to look into. But if
you're curious, thanks to a study
called "The New England
Centenarian Study", you can
take a quiz which should give you
a good idea. Since 1994 the
Boston University Medical Center
has been studying centenarians,
people aged 100 or more years,
and their siblings and children
for commonalities. The hope is
to gain a better understanding of
how to increase healthy aging.
Currently, there are over 1,500
subjects enrolled in the study
from all over the world.

The quiz is available for free
on the internet. If you go to your
search engine (MSN Explorer,
Yahoo, etc.) and type in "life
expectancy calculator", a list of
possible options will come up.
One of the first should be "Living

to 100 Intro". If you select that, it
should take you right to the cal-
culator screen. The quiz covers
many areas, including some sur-
prising ones. For instance, |
would have a longer life
expectancy if | consumed less
caffeine, didn't snack between
meals and flossed more often
(so my dentist was right!).

All you have to do is click the
multiple choice boxes, type in
some basic demographic infor-
mation, and hit the calculate but-
ton. You'll receive a report on
your expected lifespan, things
you're doing right, and things you
can do to improve your expectancy.

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Peace Making Explained at
New Tribal Court Webpage

Almost everything you could
want to know about tribal peace-
making and traditional justice is
now available online at a new
Tribal Court webpage. To reach
the information, access the LTBB
Odawa homepage [ltbbodawa-
nsn.gov] and move your mouse
pointer to "Offices" to get a drop-
down menu for "Government
Center;" at the bottom of the
menu point to "Tribal Court" and
you will see four choices; point
and click on the "Traditional
Justice and Peacemaking" option.

By simply clicking the links
you can read or print one of the
two documents prepared by Court
staff. The first document provides
summaries of models for tribal
peacemaking along with notewor-
thy examples of each. Four of the
examples come from Anishinabe
communities. Among all the
examples, the ones that have had
the most success at healing com-
munities and preventing more
crimes are the Community
Holistic Healing Circles of Hollow
Water Anishinabe First Nation
and the Circle Peacemaking pro-
gram of the Organized Village of
Kake, Alaska.

The second document offers
the reader excerpts from various
books and other sources dealing

with Anishinabe justice and
peacemaking traditions. Some of
the sources may be familiar to
Waganakising Odawa, but all are
instructive. The Traditional Justice
and Peacemaking webpage lists a
couple of the books the excerpts
were taken from as well as videos
available in Tribal Court for short-
term lending. Just contact Tribal
Court if you are interested in bor-
rowing any of the listed items. The
webpage also provides links to
other internet sites with peace-
making information.

While visiting the LTBB
Odawa website, you may want to
look at a schedule of Tribal Court
fees, and Court Rules developed
to date. In the months ahead
more Court Rules and additional
peacemaking information will be
posted. So please come back reg-
ularly.

By year-end Tribal Court
intends to implement at least one
form of peacemaking as a volun-
tary option for some types of
cases. Let us know what you think
about peacemaking and tradition-
al justice practices. You can send
us email messages at
dkeller@Itbbodawa-nsn.gov.

Ancesters Returned to Mother Earth

The Ancestral
Remains of eight
Anishinaabek
(American Indians)
uncovered by a con-
struction company in
Novi were returned to
Mother Earth on May
19th, 2005 in Mt.
Pleasant, Michigan.
The reburial was
completed by
the Michigan
Anishinaabek Cultural
Preservation &
Repatriation Alliance
(MACPRA). The rebur-
ial was a combined
effort of tribes
in Michigan
The Hannahville
Potawatomi community, who has
a historic presence in the area,
deferred repatriation of the inad-
vertently discovered remains to
the Michigan Anishinaabek
Cultural Preservation and
Repatriation Alliance (MACPRA).
The Saginaw Chippewa Indian
Tribe provided a location for the
reburial in a dedicated site in the
Mt. Pleasant area. Other tribes
also provided assistance in the
reburial process. LTBB served as
host, through the
Archives/Records and Cultural
Preservation Department, for the
remains until they journeyed to
Mt. Pleasant for their reburial.

In October of 2003, during
excavation of a sewer project,
near Novi, Michigan, the
Ancestral Remains of approxi-
mately 8 Anishinaabek (Native
Americans) were unearthed. At
the time of the discovery the
State Archaeologist, John Halsey,
determined the remains to be
Anishinaabek and approximately
800 years old.

In February of 2005, it was
determined that the responsibili-
ty for the Ancestral Remains
would be turned over to the
Michigan Anishinaabek Cultural
Preservation and Repatriation
Alliance (MACPRA). On February

10, Cecil Pavlat, MACPRA
Chairman, Joe Mitchell, Earl
Meshigaud and Winnay

Wemigwase, all MACPRA mem-
bers, set out to Oakland County
to retrieve their Ancestors.
Because of difficulty in schedul-
ing, it was determined that it
would have to be a down and
back trip. During the five hour
drive down, much discussion
was had on many different sub-
jects, there was an air of excite-
ment, yet tempered by the
respect of understanding what
we were doing. We, MACPRA,
have accepted the responsibility
left to us by our Ancestors to care
for and preserve for perpetuity,
the Traditions, Beliefs and
Cultural Values of  the
Anishinaabek. This includes car-
ing for all Ancestral Burial sites
and our Ancestors' Remains
when they are inadvertently
unearthed.

During the trip and after-
ward, we all expressed similar
thoughts and feelings, as to how
things went and the reward of
satisfaction knowing what we
were doing was an important
responsibility. The trip couldn't
have gone better, the weather

was beautiful and trip down and

back couldn't have gone
smoother.
Earl Meshigaud,

HannahVille Indian Community,
shared this thought. "Many of us
can still remember a time in our
lives when we left our homes for
the first time and became home-
sick or lonesome, so lonesome
that when we thought about
home we could feel that lump in
our throat start hurting and the
only way that hurt can be
relieved is by the release of tears
and crying. Happiness can do
the same thing to a person, one
can get so touched by an experi-
ence that one's emotions take
over and one eventually sheds
tears of joy, those tears are what
we call happy tears. The feelings
that | described about being so
lonesome and wanting to be
home, may have been the feel-
ings of the Ancestors that we
went to pick up. They have been
waiting such a long time for
someone to step up and take
care of them to bring them home
and as it will be in all cases,
return them to Mother Earth."

Winnay Wemigwase, Little
Traverse Bay Bands of Odawa
Indians, explained,

" Although | am young and
new to handling these kind of
things (repatriations), | feel hon-
ored and comfortable doing
them. | understand the impor-
tance of the honor of one, being
the honor of all." Therefore, what
she does as a representative of
her Tribe, brings honor to her
Tribe and all its members.

Joe Mitchel, Little Traverse
Bay Bands of Odawa Indians,
added, "When we accept these
responsibilities and do what
needs to be done, we are not
rewarded with material things,
but with Spiritual Gifts. Our
Ancestors, know who it is that
are doing what needs to be done
and remembers them in their
prayers and thoughts."

MACPRA is most apprecia-
tive for the remains, found in an
inadvertent discovery in Novi
being returned to the
Anishinaabek Communities. The
property on which the remains
were discovered is owned by
Sehn Novi, LLC. Barbara Sehn-
Day of Sehn Novi, LLC,
spokesperson for the family
owned organizations, indicated
that the family was pleased to
honor the traditions of the
American Indian tribes by return-

ing their Ancestral Remains to
MACPRA for proper reburial.

The ceremony included a
respectful reburial, a feast to
honor the Ancestors and the
presentation of gifts to thank the
landowners, Fran and Sally
Sehn, parents of Barbara Sehn-
Day, for their consideration and
willingness to work with the
tribes to honor their burial tradi-
tions.

"This ceremony marks more
than just the return of our ances-
tors to Mother Earth," added
Cecil Pavlat, MACPRA Chairman.
"This repatriation brings us one
step closer to normalizing the
practice of returning inadvertent-
ly discovered remains to the
tribes. MACPRA stands ready
and willing to facilitate the return
process without slowing down or
impeding development projects.
Landowners and developers just
need to contact us and we will
send an appropriate representa-
tive to your site within 24 hours."

MACPRA is very grateful to
all who have assisted with this
repatriation. We would also like
to extend a special Gchi-
Miigwech to Donna Budnik, LTBB
tribal member, who works for
Michigan Department of Civil
Rights as Native American
Liaison. With Donna's legal
advice, direction and assistance
in corresponding to the Medical
Examiners' office, this became a
successful endeavor.

MACPRA is an alliance of the
twelve federally recognized
tribes and two state historic
tribes in Michigan. The organiza-

tion's mission statement
explains: "We, the nations repre-
sented by the Michigan

Anishinaabek Cultural Protection
and Repatriation Alliance
(MACPRA) Committee, thankful
to the Creator for our sovereign
freedom, in order to re-bury
ancestors that have been
removed from their resting
places and are known to us, to
bring home to rest all remaining
ancestors who have been taken
out of their aboriginal homelands
and lands known today within
the state of Michigan, to defend
and protect all indigenous
graves; to protect and defend all
traditional cultural properties,
and to unify ourselves in the pur-
suit of these goals"

Aanii Elders of the Little
Traverse Bay Band of Odawa
Indians,

It is a good day to be
Anishinaabe! We are well into our
Food and Utility Reimbursement
Program. Many have expressed
their appreciation for the Tribal
Council’'s efforts to attempt to
address the rising costs of living
these days by raising the
amounts to be reimbursed.

May 11, 2005, we were in
Lansing, Michigan at the Cristo
Rey Center for a luncheon with
the Elders in the Lansing area. It
was an informative luncheon, as
well as offering the opportunity to
visit with our relatives in the
Lansing area and discuss pro-
gram direction and some of the
needs of those LTBB Elders living
outside the 27 county service
area. The Elders inquired about
the possibility of conducting a
potluck luncheon on a quarterly
basis.

We are in the process of
planning a luncheon/potluck at
the NAIA facility. | have contacted
the Executive Director, Sue
Parrish, who has offered space at
the facility for us. I am looking for
Elders living in the area who
would be interested in coordinat-
ing the event?

One of the issues discussed

(we don’t have the dates yet)
sponsored by the Sag-Chip Tribe
hosting the Michigan Indian
Elders Association. It is an oppor-
tunity to gather with the Elders
from the other tribes in Michigan
and discuss issues affecting
Elders. It isn’t all serious though
and we have a lot of fun. If you
are interested in attending we will
take care of your lodging, food
costs and daily expenses (we
can’t cover mileage costs). The
number of participants will be
limited so if you are interested
please contact us as soon as
possible.

We continue to have prob-
lems with the information sent for
Food and Utility Reimbursement.
Applications are not signed and
dated; a copy of the applicant’s
tribal 1.D. card is not included;
applicants continue to send
handwritten receipts or partial
copies of receipts and not pre-
senting the complete receipt.
These cannot be processed.

We hope this finds you all
well, warm and safe.

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From the Desk of the Tribal Administrator

Aanii Tribal members, LTBB
Governmental Operations has
been extremely busy with several
projects needed to improve serv-
ices, meet budgetary require-
ments and assist in the proper
implementation of the new
Constitution. First of all I'd like to
thank Melissa Claramunt, Mark
Tracy, Mandy Ragland, Steve
Clausen and Norm Emery who
made up the core planning com-
mittee for the 2005 LTBB
Community Meeting. Additionally
to all the LTBB Governmental
staff for their assistance to the
membership, Marty and his crew
at Victories Hotel for the excel-
lent meal, Tribal Council for their
support and to the membership
who took the time to attend - Chi-
Miigwetch. The format of future
meetings is likely to change with
the implementation of the new
Constitution. The provision within
the document calls for a general
membership meeting with the
assembled group of members
nominating a meeting
spokesperson to facilitate the
discussion.

Tribal Administration, Chief
Financial Officer and Tribal
Council completed their work on
the 2006 LTBB Governmental
budget. The task was laborious
due to the fact that implementa-
tion costs of the new constitution
were not projected (approximate-
ly 1 million dollars in funding)
and department/program
requests exceeded available
funding by 2 million dollars. So
the Tribe, through discussion,
has developed a budget which
will support work identified as

important and obtainable within
our current funding levels. The
2006  budget formulation
process leads into another
important project, reworking our
LTBB Governmental Strategic
Plan. The Tribe will revisit each
department/program to identify
new goals and objectives to meet
available funding levels. In the
future, programs not meeting
Tribal member needs will be eval-
uated/reworked or even discon-
tinued if it is determined this
service is not a priority in coming
years. The Tribe developed serv-
ices through the years to see
what needs we could provide to
the Tribal membership. The per-
fect scenario would be unlimited
services and still have an excess
of available funding. Realistically
the Tribe has a limited amount of
funding available which will
equate into a limited number of
services available. The Tribe will
plan to identify resources avail-
able (which could be accessed
by Tribal members) from outside
sources within the surrounding
communities.

The Pow-wow Grounds
improvement project continues
to move forward, taking steps to
develop construction plans for
permanent bathrooms, addition-
al parking with a walkway to the
arena area and a rustic camping
area for tent camping only with
free standing fires permitted.
Governor Jennifer Granholm
attended a Tribal Summit meet-
ing here at the LTBB
Administration Building in May
2005. Tribal leadership from the
State of Michigan attended and

our Tribe can be very proud of
their ability to host such high pro-
file meetings. The Grants and
Donation program is finalizing
their procedures and developing
supporting documentation need-
ed to track proposals awarded by
the committee. Administration
Assistant, Melissa Wiatrolik will
be managing this program and
will provide more information to
Tribal members in the near
future. This program has several
components which will provide
funding to Tribal members and
non-Tribal organizations who
meet the criteria of the granting
process. Governmental
Operations has developed a pro-
fessional development training
series designed to educate gov-
ernmental staff on Tribal History,
Tribal Government, Cultural
Component and the Seven
Grandfather Teachings. We
believe this team building train-
ing will provide for a better work
environment for governmental
staff, a better understanding for
non-Tribal governmental staff on
why we do things the way we do
and encourage individuals to
seek out additional information
to increase their knowledge of
the Little Traverse Bay Bands of
Odawa Indians. Congratulations
to all graduates from all levels of
education preschool, grade
school, middle school, high
school and all higher education
institution. Our young people's
knowledge will be our future
direction.

1. The Plaintiff and Defendant entered into a legally binding contract on March 22, 2004 to
complete the design and painting of murals in Plaintiff's government administration building locat-
ed at 7500 Odawa Circle, Harbor Springs, Michigan for a total price of $33,000.00;

2. The Defendant was paid $21,500.00 in advance;
3. The Defendant produced de minimis work under the contract before leaving the area;
4. The Defendant is in breach of contract for failing to provide a good faith effort to complete

all work within 30 days of contract date March 22, 2004;

5. The Plaintiff filed an action to recover damages in the amount of $21,500.00, plus interest
at the statutory rate from the date of filing of October 05, 2004;

6. The Defendant has failed to respond to the allegations of the complaint filed on October

05, 2004 by the Plaintiff;

7. The Plaintiff filed a written motion on April 26, 2005, to request a hearing wherein an entry
of judgment by default be granted in this matter;
